Why did Jesus keep the people so late? Was 
he unaware of the passing of time? Or was he so 
caught up with healing them that he forgot that 
they would need to eat?

Jesus is waiting for you at Mass today. He’s 
waiting for you every day in the Tabernacle of 
his presence. Go spend time with him. Let his 
friendship and love warm your heart. And go 
warm his heart with your love.
