The time had come. Jesus was about to leave his disciples 
to endure the passion of the cross. He knew that his 
imminent departure, as well as the path that lay before him, 
would be upsetting to them. So he reassured them: this 
would not be a permanent separation. In fact, he was 
preparing a place for them in his Father’s house and would 
“come back again and take you to myself, so that where I am 
you also may be” (John 14:3). 

And he was true to his word! After his crucifixion, the 
disciples did indeed see Jesus, risen from the dead and 
victorious over sin. And after his ascension, his Spirit did 
come to them to console and guide them as they traveled far 
and wide to preach the good news. And now, they have 
taken up eternal residence in one of the many glorious 
dwelling places that Jesus has prepared for them. 

Jesus’ words “Where I am you also may be” (John 14:3) 
can be reassuring for us as well. He promises to be with 
each of us always. He dwells in us through Baptism. He 
comes to us under the appearance of bread and wine in the 
Eucharist. He is with us through his Holy Spirit. And he is 
preparing a dwelling place for us, too, in his Father’s house.
